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KEY TRENDS AND PATTERNS OF INTERNATIONAL MIGRANT FL OWS TO
AND FROM UKRAINE

The number of international migrants worldwide hadready surpassed the U.S. population
and turned international migration into one of thelefining challenges of the 2 century,
especially in light of recent ‘migrant crisis’ inte EU. Ukraine ranks ¥ and 13" in the world in
international emigrant and immigrant stock, resp@atly. Also, Ukraine contributes to the largest
migration corridor in South-South pathway and theesond largest migration corridor in the
world. One of the distinctive features of Ukraine @an origin (destination) country is its relatively
low diversification of flows of emigrants (immigras) by their destination (origin). Remittance
flows to and from Ukraine are also concentrated @nsmall number of origin and destination
countries (regions). Annual inward remittances raged by the country reached 5% of GDP and
outweighed annual inward FDI and ODA combined (2013 his paper analyses key patterns and
trends of international migrant flows to and from k#aine, its determinants and impact on social
and economic development of the country. Inward igances are a very important source of
financing for development. However, country specifas well as general ‘push and pull’ factors
may significantly influence the stock of internati@l migrants and remittance flows to and from
Ukraine in the nearest future. Therefore, some s@gtions for mitigating risks and exploring
opportunities, related to international migrant fles to and from Ukraine, are provided, e.g. to
promote official remittance channels, mobilize d@sa savings, stimulate saving and investment
of remitted income, improve working conditions @ldour emigrants

Introduction . The number of international migrants worldwidesedy 90 million between
1990 and 2013 and is expected to exceed 250 mii@®15, and North is still hosting almost 60%
of them [1]. But more than half a million asylunaichs received by the EU between January and
June 2015 considerably facilitated discussionsntermational migration and related issues. Despite
numerous challenges faced by countries of origthdestination as a result of increasing and often
uncontrolled cross-border movement of migrantgrimtional migration can offset some social and
economic imbalances, e.g. solve demographic prablemdestination countries and provide
financing for development to origin countries. Themount of remittances received annually
worldwide rose between 1990 and 2013 even more atreally than international migrant stock,
i.e. from US$64 billion in 1990 to US$126.8 billiam 2000 and US$557.1 billion in 2013, and is
expected to reach US$ 636 billion in 2017 [1]. Reamices inflows surpass annual ODA, FDI, and
private capital received by developing countrieghwew exceptions. In 2013, in 12 and 26
developing countries remittance inflows exceedel B&d 10% of GDP, respectively. Taking into
account large stock of international migrants (adigrants) in Ukraine, considerable and
increasing remittance flows as well as recenthlifated pull and push factors for Ukrainian
migrants, analysis of key trends and patterns tefmational migration and remittance flows to and
from Ukraine may be a valuable contribution tatier development of research in the field.

Overview of recent publications International migration and its influence on ewmmc
development of countries of origin and destinati@ve received a lot of attention in economic
literature. But recent migrant crisis in Europe asdnfluence on the socio-economic situation in
the region pose new challenges to economists, ypot@kers and other stake holders all over the
world.

The growing literature on migration documented fesiinfluence of remittance inflows on
socio-economic development of receiving countriéslfieoharides, R.Adams and A. Cuecuecha,
D.Yang, D.Ratha, T.Straubhaar and F. P. Vadean,cdinelrs). T.Straubhaar and F. P. Vadean
prepared an overview of this literature with foamsdirect and subsequent influence of remittances
on income distribution, poverty and welfare, trdm#ance and current account of countries, and
economy as a whole. Although these authors foundrmamnbiguous confirmation of an equalising
effect of remittances on income distribution, thelfare effect of remittances is obvious as well as
their positive influence on economic growth [2].Ratha (2003), analysing the influence of
remittance on GNP of Mexico, documented an empigealence of the existence of a multiplier
effect, e.g. every US$ remitted and spent in thenty induced US$2.69 and US$3.17 GNP
increase in case of urban and rural householdgpectésely [3]. Most scholars agree that
remittances can also ease the problem of balanpayshents deficit, but negative effects of these

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transfers on trade balance — i.e. the remittandeeed imports and Dutch Disease — remain rather
disputable [2].

Remittance behaviour of migrants has also becomenpartant direction of research in the
field (T.Joseph, Y.Nyarko, and S.Wang; K.AmblerAkcinena, and D.Yang; C.Dustmann and
J.Mestres; D.Yang and H.Choi; H.Rapoport and F.Darg C.Freund and N.Spatafora, and
others). K.Ambler, D.Aycinena, and D.Yang (2014yrid a statistically significant positive impact
of temporary transaction fee discounts on remiganevhich lead to increases in the number of
transactions by migrants from El Salvador and Guata and total amount remitted during the
discount period [4]. Another important conclusidntieese authors is that provided discounts did
not significantly influence the selection of reraitte channels. T.Joseph, Y.Nyarko, and S.Wang
(2015), analysing earnings and remittances of migran the UAE, documented positive
relationship between remittances and seasonaiitiesrnings as well as other public, anticipated
and transitory factors like weather shocks anduabeform [5]. Also, it was found that remittances
do not follow the growth of earnings and the lengftistay of migrants in the destination country. In
fact, they decline, while migrants™ earnings inseeaver time.

National Bank of Ukraine, State Migration ServickUkraine, State Statistics Service of
Ukraine and other institutions and think tanks extlldata and provide analysis of migration and
remittances in Ukraine on a regular basis. Ukraingcholars have also made a valuable
contribution to the development of research inftakl, e.g. E.Libanova, V.Geets, A. Galchinsky,
S.Gutkevych, O.Malynovska, O.Kupets and othersr&urtrends of global migration and some
country specific factors encourage further analgsithe impact of international migration on social
and economic development of Ukraine as well as ttande flows as one of the sources of
development financing.

The purpose of the articleis to analyse patterns and trends of internatiomgrant flows
from and to Ukraine, its determinants and impactsogial and economic development of the
country and provide suggestions for mitigating sisknd exploring opportunities, international
migrant flows from and to Ukraingith main focus on remittances.

Key findings. Ukraine and Russia form the largest corridor of t8édouth migration,
accounting for almost 10% of international migratdck of the pathway, and the second largest
migration corridor in the world. Ukraine has beare f the largest destination countries in the
world since 1990 but its international migrant &ecconstantly decreasing, i.e. from 6.9 million i
1990 to 5.5 million and 5.2 million in 2000 and 30tespectively. Ukraine has the second largest
share of immigrants in total population among EasEuropean countries —i.e. 11.4%. Immigrants
account for 11.6% of total population in Belaru$,2P6 in Moldova and 7.7% in Russia [6].

Ukraine is also one of the largest origin countries 2013 it accounted for 5.6 million
emigrants (12.3% of total population of the couptrgnly India, Mexico, Russia, China,
Bangladesh and Pakistan had larger stocks of entggrAlthough Ukraine has comparatively low
share of emigrants in total population, e.g. emmtgaaccount for 24% of total population in

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Republic of Moldova, 19.9% in Bulgaria, 16.8% inl&@es and 15.4% in Romania, Ukrainians are
more inclined to pursue better life abroad thameeits of the majority of low middle income
countries [6].

Numerous international migrant stock of Ukrainewadl as CIS countries can be explained
by an extensive internal migration in the formervigb Union and cultural similarities, local
networks, simplified cross border procedures awtt & substantial ‘pull factors’ that prevented
return migration in the region. Ukrainian emigraate motivated mainly by economic factors and
international networks. As a result of annexatidrth@ Crimea by Russian troops and military
conflict in Donetsk and Luhansk regions, almost milion Ukrainians were internally displaced,
i.e. more than 3% of total population. And morentdamillion of them are seeking asylum or other
forms of stay in Russia (approx. 80%), Belarus (appl0%), the EU and other countries. Return
migration and family reunions may represent a a®rsible part of this flow of migrants. We
assume that ageing of the stock of migrants in ldkrathe above-mentioned ‘push factors’ and
deterioration of social and economic conditiont/kraine may lead to further decrease in the stock
of international migrants and increase in the stotlkemigrants. In the long run, socio-economic
improvements in Ukraine, its integration to the &Jwell as possible dramatic political changes in
CIS countries may cause the surge of migrants trawegion and other countries to Ukraine.

One of the distinctive features of Ukraine as aigior country is its relatively low
diversification of flows of emigrants by their desttion. Just one country (Russia) hosts 53% of
total stock of Ukrainian emigrants and one regi@iS) accounts for 67% of them. This is a
common feature of many post-soviet countries, Blgaine hosts 32% and 16.5% of total stock of
migrants from Russian and Belarus, respectivel20i3, almost 67% of total stock of international
migrants in Ukraine were born in just one counRygsia) and 88% were born in one region (CIS).
Therefore, the stock of international migrants ikr&ine also has low level of diversification by
their origin. Low level of diversification in bottases may cause significant changes in trends and
patterns of international migration as a resultlzdnges of country or region specific pull and push
factors as well as any shifts in foreign policyimfolved countries.

International migration influences countries of gomi and destination through different
mechanisms. Despite the problem of ‘brain draiayrdries of origin can benefit from international
migration due to the tremendously rising remittafiogvs. Ukraine is a good example of such
country. Total value of remittances sent to Ukram@013 reached US$9.7 billion, i.e. above 5%
of GDP [6]. In Europe, only emigrants from Fran@Germany and Belgium remitted more than
Ukrainians did in 2013. Since 2003 and 2009 anmfldws of remittance have surpassed annual
inward ODA and FDI, respectively (Figure 1). Moreovannual (2014) inward remittances in
Ukraine are estimated to be equal to total valuefbtial reserves (as of December 2014), i.e.
US$7.5 billion [6].

Current socio-economic and political situation ikrélne as well as some negative external
factors may lead to further dilution of FDI's role economic development of the country.
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Currently, Cyprus, Russia, the Netherlands, Ausaral British Virgin Islands combined account
for 56.7% of the inward FDI stock of Ukraine, altlygh this geographical structure may look
differently if the final beneficial owner principles applied. Between 2013 and 2015 (mid-year
basis) Cyprus significantly reduced its share tdltomward FDI stock of Ukraine (from 32.4% to

28.6%). Russian investors account for 6.3% of totaard FDI stock of Ukraine in 2015 (6.9% in

2013, mid-year basis) [7]. Taking into account entrglobal economic outlook, surge of FDI to
Ukraine from other countries is unlikely. Therefoneward remittances remain a very important
source of economic development of the country.

A positive impact of inward remittances on savingsgestment, infrastructure development
and growth has been documented by many resear€hasings remitted to developing countries
are often used for investment purposes, especiallynicroenterprises. Even if they are just
consumed they contribute to output growth via pasimultiplier effects, offsetting the loss of tax
revenue caused by highly skilled labour migratiomd aoutput decrease. Moreover, empirical
evidence suggests that marginal propensity to savhigher for income from international
remittances than from domestic remittances or tantome [3]. Inward remittances may be a
considerable, hard currency source of investmemfmastructure, especially in Least Developing
Countries where the financing and investing gapsaove the average.

The largest share of inward remittances in Ukrénesed to cover living expenses (73%) and
only 3.3% are used to start a business [8]. Althosgending is important for output growth, more
efforts should be taken to increase the share whgs and investment in total value of inward
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remittances. Moreover, 14% of remittances are getutkraine through informal channels [9]. C.
Freund and N. Spatafora suggest that informal tanges may reach 35-75 percent of official
flows, but poor-functioning financial system, largechange-rate spreads may significantly enlarge
the share of informal sector [10]. We assume thatent economic situation in Ukraine, financial
market disturbances, abrupt national currency dewi@in and tightened control over foreign
currency transactions may cause a dramatic riseeimumber and value of informal remittances,
reduction of inward remittances and surge of outihwvamittances. Therefore, effective mechanisms
should be implemented to offset these negativermgtants. It is well documented that transaction
costs have significant positive impact on volumed @alue of remittances, although evidence that
lower transaction costs may influence the seleatioremittance channels is mixed [4]. We suggest
to use mechanisms that can deflate transactios togéther with administrative and fiscal stimuli
empowered to eliminate the share of informal chEnatremittance flows, i.e. income tax breaks
and exemptions for Ukrainian emigrants and themiliamembers, who receive remitted income.

Another issue is a low level of diversification ioflows and outflows of remittance to and
from Ukraine, i.e. 52% of inward remittances ard\feom Russia (64% arrived from CIS) and 51%
of outward remittances were sent to Russia (67% went to CIS) in 2013 (Fig. 2).

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Low level of diversification poses high risk of regtance inflows (outflows) decrease
(increase) as a result of deterioration of econaiti@ation in origin (destination) countries, chasg
in their migration policy or economic and politicalations between involved countries.

Analysis of geographic structure of inward remitias in Ukraine indicates no direct impact
of origin country on average value of remittances migrant. This can be explained by typical
patterns of employment of Ukrainian emigrants —am@und 75% of labour migrants from Ukraine
are employed in construction, agriculture or hoesgikng; 17% of total Ukrainian labour migrants
have no legal status and 4% have only visitor vi8hsRegardless of high (on average) level of
education and qualification, Ukrainian labour migea take lower-skilled, non-graduate jobs,
therefore they are usually low-wage workers. Higlhang expenses in developed countries may
also eliminate the difference in wages with devilgpcountries, especially in case of low-wage
workers. Also, labour migrants which stay in thegstination countries for longer than one year
may be less reluctant to use official remittancanctels than seasonal or temporary workers.
Moreover, in case of Ukrainian emigrants which dd plan to return or have already gained
citizenship of their destination countries, averagmittance per migrant depends not on their
earnings but rather on financial needs of theiriliasin Ukraine. Finally, geographical proximity
of Ukraine with Russia and other CIS countries @m@nt origins of Ukrainian remittances) may
influence the selection of remittance channelsfeegliency of these transfers.

Taking into account the importance of remittancasthe economy of Ukraine, effective,
coherent policy should be implemented to (1) ineeethe value of inward remittances sent with
official channels; (2) increase total value of imd/eemittances (and decrease total value of outward
remittances); (3) mobilize diaspora savings andtrdmrtions; (4) increase the average value of
inward remittances per migrant; (5) stimulate sgvand investment of remitted income; (6)
improve working conditions of Ukrainian emigran{d) encourage return migration, especially
among business owners and highly qualified profesds.

The first two aims may be achieved with administeatind fiscal stimuli (income tax breaks
and/or exemptions). We think that current systertagétion of remittances in Ukraine is not well
equipped to achieve higher tax revenue from ecooa@uiivity of emigrants, taking into account
considerable share of informal remittance chanmslswell as informal employment of many
Ukrainian emigrants, diminishing motives for retunngration and low level of taxpaying culture in
the country, in general. Meanwhile, a marginal grai labour migrants bears this tax burden.
Although improvement of the tax paying culture dddae a strategic task of any government, it is a
long-term issue. And Ukraine needs urgent soluttormaobilize as many resources as possible.

Substantial number of Ukrainian emigrants haveaalyegained the citizenship of their
destination countries, especially in Russia, tlweefeffective mechanisms of mobilization of
diaspora savings and philanthropic contributionsust also be implemented. Diaspora bonds,
special deposits for inward remittances, includmgferential fiscal treatment, credit unions and
other instruments have been used worldwide to aatiaspora savings to their countries of origin.
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Taking into account a moderate growth of inwarditemces in Ukraine in 2013 and their expected
decline in 2014, together with surge of outward itences (Figure 3), the above-mentioned issues
should be addressed immediately.

Unofficial employment, recruitment costs, well-bgirof Ukrainian emigrants, human
trafficking and other migration related problemsacakequire efficient and prompt solutions, to
promote save and decent employment of labour migjras well as their effective integration into
local communities. Administrative and fiscal stimghould be implemented to promote more
productive usage of inward remittances, i.e. teegtwor save. Of course, propensity to invest and
save depends on a wide range of factors, e.g. me@mnomic stability, investment climate and
opportunities etc., therefore a coherent policyusthdoe used in order to reach this aim. Finally,
although migration may have a positive impact oantoes of origin, elimination of ‘push factors’
as well as offsetting economic ‘pull factors’ antheér motives of emigration should be prioritized
by any government. Suffice it to say that most lué ibbove-mentioned aims are unreachable
without proper international cooperation.

Conclusions Ukraine is one of the largest destination as asllorigin countries of South-
South migration and part of the second largestatign corridor in the world, after Mexico to the
United States. Its annual inward remittances sgrp&s of GDP and are larger than annual inward
FDI and ODA combined (2013). Therefore, inward ri@mices are a very important source of
economic development of the country. But, positivgact of inward remittances on savings,
investment, infrastructure development and grovas been dragged down by informal remittance
channels, lack of efforts to mobilize migrants™ atidspora savings as well as adverse economic
conditions in Ukraine. A list of country specifiaih general ‘push and pull factors’ may cause
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significant changes of the stock of internationgjnants and remittance flows to and from Ukraine
in the nearest future. Therefore, coherent policgutd be implemented to mitigate risks and
explore opportunities related to migration, namilyincrease total value of inward remittances,
promote official remittance channels, mobilize g@as savings and contributions, stimulate saving
and investment of remitted income, improve workiognditions of Ukrainian emigrants and
encourage return migration.

The article analyses the trends and the globali@atof internationalisation in the North
American region on the example of the North Ameritafree trade agreement-NAFTA.
Addressed the economic and political aspects oégnation processes. Analyzed major trends and
the results of economic integration in the regioshowing their evolution, content, features and
prospects. It should be noted that the NAFTA as theinchild of 90-ies of the XX century,
reflects the principles and approaches of econommo-liberalism. It has been proven that the
function integration in North America is its implemntation "below" that differs greatly from the
integration of the European continent. Justified, AFTA and in the future, despite the current
problems, it would be difficult to have a signifindimpact not only on economic relations in the
region, but also on the development of the worldeomy as a whole. It was noted that one of the
most notable trends of the modern stage of integratin the Western hemisphere was the
formation of two poles and zones of integration —ofth and South. Integration of northern
area formed around the United States and NAFTA andcludes Central American and
Caribbean countries in their economic relations t@ionally gravitates toward the United States.
The second area of major integration — the South efiginated in South America. Its basis is
the leader of MERCOSUR is Brazil. Some countriestibé Andean Community, which occupy an
intermediate position between the two poles of gregion of some sort are gravitating to it.
NAFTA is the world's largest regional free trade ea, with a population of 406 million people
and a combined gross product of 10.3 trillion daléa The aims and objectives of NAFTA were
exclusively focused on the creation of a free tradlene with some elements of the liberalization
of markets for goods, services, capital and laboWvhile Member countries have their own
foreign trade legislation (the Customs Union wastnpart of the agreement). However, experts
believe that the content of the contract exceeds goal of creating a free trade area in goods
exclusively. The establishment of NAFTA shows a napproach to the theory and practice of
integration. For the first time, the State of thethird world" voluntarily teamed up with two
highly developed countries.

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Introduction. Ukraine and Lithuania are two of 15 republics e former Union of Soviet
Socialists Republics (USSR) that became indepenskatés in 1991 after the USSR collapsed.
Therefore new migration policies had to be putlace.

The aimis compare Ukraine’s and Lithuania’s migration p&s.

The Ukrainian government began with abolishmenalbexit restrictions in January 1993,
followed by adoption of the ,Law on the Order ofiEixom Ukraine and Entrance to Ukraine for
the Citizens of Ukraine” in February 1994. Ukramigitizens were guaranteed the right to freely
move in and out of Ukraine. The basic principled&faine’s national migration policy are secured
by its constitution. The 2003 “Law on Freedom of\Wment and Free Choice of Residence in
Ukraine” provides additional free movement guarastd]. In Ukraine immigration is regulated by
the ,Law on Immigration“ (2001), which foresees thgotas and a preference system. However
migration policy is perceived in the context of ttoh law enforcement rather than a socio-
economic task.

Duvell refers to Ukraine as Europe’s Mexico, duelUkraine and Russia possessing the
second largest migration corridor in the world. iAsMexico — US case, Ukraine’s and Russia’s
border exhibits high levels of illegal migration].[2n order to prevent illegal migration, the
government has launched a number of state progtiaasaim to improve border control and the
visa acquisition process, and internal control.

In 2005 Ukraine served as a transit country forratign into the European Union. The 2004
May enlargement of the E.U. brought Ukraine to tdge of a new Europe. According to
Malynovska this period of Ukraine’s migration pdlistruggle is best described as “Caught
Between East and West”, because while Ukraine gtinens relations with EU, it also must control
the second largest migration corridor in the wdddl In 2007 Ukraine joined the Council of
Europe’s key legal instrument in the field of migwa — the European Convention on the Legal
Status of Migrant Workers.

In March 2010, Ukraine established State Migratearvice [3]. In pursuit of active
migration policy, in 2012 Ukraine prepared sevarglortant legislations: “Law on the Legal Status
of Foreign Citizens and Stateless Persons”, “LawRefugees and Persons in Need of Subsidiary
and Temporary Protection” and “Action Plan on Imggmn of Refugees until 2020”. Ukraine has
been strengthening migration policy, developmenndajration policy involves the State Migration
Service of Ukraine, the State Border Guard Sergidgkraine and the Ministry of Internal Affairs
of Ukraine. Projects are aimed at providing elagtgervices to immigrants and emigrants.

For a while active migration policy was not condutin Ukraine, therefore there haven't
been any attempts to use any mechanisms to dtirazterm immigrant workers with high demand
skills: the quota for foreigners and stateless gesswho are highly qualified specialists and
workers has never been established, although prosided for in the immigration law [4]. In
addition, immigrants into Ukraine tend to be eitleginnic Ukrainians or residents of post-Soviet
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countries, only recently has Ukraine faced chagkésnintegrating immigrants from culturally
different regions.

Among challenges faced by Ukraine’s migration sggt are included: reintegration of
returning migrants, repatriation of ethnic Ukramsa education of emigrated children, ensuring
voting rights abroad, and procedure simplification emigrants and promotion of investments by
emigrants. Due to the complicated situation ofdbentry in 2014, a lot of issues arose, concerning
migration and increased number of requests fouasyl

During the first year of Lithuania’s independengevernment directed its focus towards
development of educational and cultural activitreethnic Lithuanian communities in neighboring
countries and establishment and nurture of conmrestwith Lithuanian communities residing in
foreign countries. At the beginning of the indepamck, returning expatriates included not only
those displaced to the eastern countries duringesperiod, but also expatriates (or their offsgjyin
from earlier emigration waves to western destimstioThey would face issues concerning
citizenship, taxation etc. Therefore in 1997 a sglecommission was assembled, tasked with
coordinating ,Integration of Lithuania’s expatriateack to homeland programme®.

Lithuanian migration policy of 1998 is charactedzay the desire to accede to the European
Union and the associated conditions of bringingomad law in line with the acquis communautaire
[5]. As mentioned earlier, in 2004 European Unioasvsupplemented by Poland, Hungary and
Slovakia, in addition to Lithuania. Lithuania alomgth other four recently accepted member
countries was granted a right to use the followog freedoms: 1) Free transit among EU member
states, which delivered the right to employmergjdence and eliminated border control between
the member states; 2) Main freedoms for EU citizensther member countries, such as equal
economic policies, and civil rights; 3) Immigraticand asylum policy, concerning refugee
cooperation policy as well as common policy witgards to the citizens of third world countries ;
4) Cooperation between law enforcement and judimatitutions to combat drug trafficking,
terrorist activity and international crime [5].

Using these freedoms, Lithuanians are able to ext@gio EU countries and Lithuania was
one of the leading EU countries according to thelmer of emigrants. Only since 2006 a clear
realization was established, that Lithuania hastretegy concerning migration, therefore migration
strategies, plans and means for reducing emigratvene prepared, one of such important
legislations is “Strategy of economical migratioegulation”, which was confirmed in 2007.
However Lithuania is also concerned with low leseimmigration. The 2007 Economic Migration
Regulation Strategy and Immigration Policy Guidedinidentify four prioritized countries and
regions of origin: Ukraine, Belarus, Moldova, arsugh Caucasus.

In 2010 The Migrant Integration Policy Index, whicdinks 31 countries according to their
integration policies, positioned Lithuania in thé&tl2 place. Even though various means were
employed, public discussions on migration werevatficonducted — Lithuania’s migration policy
remained weak. In addition, attempts to increagaigration and reduce emigration didn’'t give any
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noticeable results. Lithuania can be described asowantry with a rather restrictive labor

immigration policy. Workers from third countrieseaconsidered to be only a temporary solution
and therefore are not allowed to stay after themt@act is finished or terminated. They cannot
change their employer or look for work while in tbheuntry. However, in 2010 — 2011 arrival

procedures have been simplified [7]. Lithuania Ima¢ yet developed a coherent integration
program for foreigners (except those under intéonat protection).

Conclusion. Since regaining independence both, Lithuania akdaide were faced with
various issues related to migration. Ukraine wasngpting to control world’s second largest
border, with Russia and at the same time tryingnéntain good relations with European Union, in
the meantime Lithuania diverted most of its effottsvards communication with lithuanian
communities abroad and attempts to adapt Europ@smld migration policy. Ukraine conducts a
more liberal immigration policy, when compared tathuania. Due to higher immigration,
Ukraine’s net migration is currently positive, wilithuania’s — negative (as it was since regaining
independence).

The paper gives assessment models set for the d¢gaheation factors impact on regional
development’s convergent and divergent dynamics. ddesider three options for such an effect:
a neutral impact - economic slowdown occurs eveimythe group of regions with high and low
economic development levels, differentiation remsithe same; economic growth decline is
faster in the group of regions with a high level alevelopment compare to the low level
development group of regions, differentiation i®duced; sinking is faster in the low level
development regions and it is slower in the regiongith a high industrial potential,
differentiation is increased. Convergence rate‘sndynic analysis is made on a basis of minimal
conditional convergence models and of the modelhvwgpatial error. Boundary neighbors matrix
is considered as matrix of spatial weights, it sggp that economy of the region is influenced
only by the nearby regions. Results reviled thae thnost severe recession depth is typical for the
export-oriented regions. Cyclical crisis bias alstepressed areas in significant negative way.
Spectral analysis was used to study economic grovate’'s wave dynamics. Economic growth
harmonic models were built. Conditional convergenceodel was worked out taking into
consideration the cycle development factor. Implertagion of the model reviled sufficiently high
regional systems’ economic indicators sensitivitythe external "shocks", the spatial clustering
of external "shock" reactions was detected. Devedoppmodel complex can be used as a decision
support tool in the smoothing mechanisms buildingrfthe inter-regional social and economic
differentiation.

The features of the competitiveness assessmertietélecommunication services’ operator
were studied in the article. A comparison of the apitative methods for analyzing the
competitiveness of the operator's services basedhenprinciples of theories of: quality, effective
competition and strategic potential of the operatovas done. It was proven that the methodical
requirements for competitiveness assessment oftéhecommunication services should provide a
record of all the most important criteria of comp&teness under the conditions of the relative
ease of calculation, visibility and unambiguous @rpretation of the results. The main methods
for determining the competitiveness of telecommuation services were discussed and justified
in the article based on the specifics of the objettstudy. This was primarily due to a variety of
telecommunication services provided by the operatior Ukraine. Quality indicators of the fixed-
line and Internet access services were systemigabsystems of the competitiveness assessment
of the telecommunication operators were developasl,well as the indicators for evaluating the
quality of the provided services were proposed. Tsubsystems were proposed for enterprises’
competitiveness assessment on the basis of qualithe offered services: Quality assessment of
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the fixed telephony service and accessltdernet. The analysis of the competitiveness of the
telecommunication services provided by PJSC "Ukeebm" was performed on the basis of the
proposed system of indicators. Based on the analyisivas concluded that there was a need to
change organizational and technical parameters bktservices’ quality under the influence of
the development of the information society in Ukna.

» Art attracts visitors (art as an ‘export’ industry)

Tourists come to a community in order to visit anaa cultural event (even those who arrive
with a different goal can decide to extend theatysio visit an event). The economic profit from
these tourists is received in a dual way. Firstlhfthey directly spend money to visit an evetdgpa
they may go shopping, eat out or spend a night lacal hotel and use local services. Money
received by the community or its separate membieestt) or indirectly during an event will later
be spent on other good or services. This develapspie impacts on local economy.

» Art attracts new residents and businesses.

A large number of art and cultural organisationd awents in a community may have impact
on the attraction of new residents and businesggesnicreasing the well-being of a community and
making its image stronger. This is especially ratevn order to attract qualified residents whanear
more and who, in their turn, shall create strorgmnomic impact than less qualified employees.
This is also relevant when attracting companies], a@specially the ones that employ qualified
mobile employees or choosing a place for the astabkent or transfer of business [3].
